While there are different routes you can take to be a teacher there are a few essential things that you will need:
e A minimum GCSE Grade 4 or above in English and maths (plus science if you want to teach primary)
A degree or equivalent qualification

A level T Level

T Levels are nationally recognised, technical
qualifications for 16—19-year-olds. Designed by
leading employers, one T Level is equivalent in
size to 3 A levels

Vocational/Technical Qualification Apprenticeship
Apprenticeships are jobs which combine
practical work and study. Intermediate is Level
2, Advanced is Level 3

A levels are 2 years of study These include BTEC, Applied General

Qualifications (AGQ) and Vocational Technical
Qualifications (VTQ) — all at Level 3

* What type of activity will you plan for? (written/practical)

* How will you know others have learned it?

* How will you make sure everyone is stretched and challenged?

*  What will the end-product be?

Once you have checked it with your teacher, try the lesson with a small group (as agreed by your teacher)
Try and get feedback during and after the session from those in the lessons and from the teacher

After, consider:

* What you enjoyed about the experience

*  Whether this is something, with training, you would enjoy
* How you felt when others learned from you
